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brick, which echoes the older red brick build-
ings in the street. Every fifth row of brick is
recessed to create a subtle shadow or band-
ing, which is matched by the depth of the zinc
panels. This is similar to the banding on the
trees along the beachfront - it also mimics the
pattern that appears on the sand on the beach
after it has been groomed.”

To reference the more traditional homes in
the neighbourhood, Jones created a small front
yard, complete with iron gate, brick pillars, a
small garden and pathway. Steps lead up to the
front door to create an elevated entry that is not
face-to-face with passers-by.

The living areas on the first floor also have
a degree of privacy, thanks to a long balcony,
accessed through large bifolding doors.
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
